Deaconess Teresita 

Rodriguez was honored at LATINO 
during October for her years of 
service in the Lutheran Church-
Missouri Synod.  

A native of Cuba, Deaconess 
Teresita became involved with the 
Lutheran Church in 1982. She was 
commissioned as a Deaconess in 
1994. She has served in Cuba, Florida, 
and Detroit by helping to start the 
LWML Pricilla Zone in Florida, 
initiating the publication and editing 
El Testimonio Luterano (Lutheran 

Witness in Spanish), and assisting in 
opening the Lutheran LaymenÕs 

League in Miami. She also aided 
victims of Hurricane Andrew in 
conjunction with Lutheran Disaster 
Response.  
 Deaconess Teresita served on 
the SynodÕs Planning Council of 
Mission and Ministry and the LC-MS 
Urban Ministry Task Force. She also 
worked with 33,000 immigrants held 
in Tent City at Guantanamo Bay, 
Cuba.  
 She has served in Michigan 
since 1996 and was instrumental in the 
formation of LATINO. She continues 
to be a pioneer in Hispanic Outreach.
