Rev. Karl 
Fuhlbrigge, interim pastor at Calvary 
commented, ÒI  have been able to 
wi tness f i r sthand the bl essi ngs of  
the Engl i sh as A Second Language 
program, not  onl y as an outreach to 
the H i spani c Communi t y i n our  
area, but  al so as a tool  to enr i ch the 
l i ves of  those people. Beyond that , 
our  congregat i on i s being bl essed as 
our  members reach out  and serve.Ó

the class and is the beginning of their 

connection with the church.
